Qualifying: To qualify for the Championships you must have done
ONE of the following at the prior Sunday HTs: (December, February,
March, July, August, October)

Placed 1st - 6th in a HT class at any of the listed shows
 OR

Compete at 5 out of the 6 of the listed shows in HT classes

Competitors will qualify for the division in which they competed in
during the season
Qualifying will be based on the Horse/Rider combination during the
season
There will be $20,000 in prizes to be awarded for the Championships

Trainer Incentive Award: The trainer who brings the most students
to the Eventing Academy Sunday Schooling Show(s) will be eligible for
year-end awards. Students must list their trainer on their entry forms.
Each student will count as one point. 1st - $500 cash, 2nd - $300 cash
& 3rd - $200 cash. Ties will be broken by the lowest score the trainer
had in the 2025 season.
