STADIUM SCHOOLING

Stadium schooling will start with low and end with high levels. New
scheduled times are listed below. Riders are requested to school one
stadium round at a time and may not school back-to-back rounds.
Repeat riders will go to the end of the queue to insure everyone gets
a chance to school.

If horse and rider are having difficulty at a particular jump, we ask
after 3 attempts the rider leave the arena and return later.
