T.I.P. Numbers: To participate in T.I.P. owners and riders must obtain a T.I.P. Number. To apply for a
T.I.P. number, please visit tjctip com and click on “My Account”  You will need an Interactive Registra-
tion™ account to apply for a T.I.P. Number  Interactive Registration™ is a FREE service designed for
the use of thoroughbred owners and breeders to transact business electronically with The Jockey
Club registry T.I.P. Numbers are free. The T.I.P. number card should be provided to participating horse
shows as proof of eligibility.

• T.I.P. Numbers are horse/owner specific  If you purchase a horse with a number, you need to get
a new T.I.P. Number for the horse under your own account.

• All riders must be listed on the T I P  Number – to add a rider, log into your account and click
“Add Rider”.

Horse Show Awards: T.I.P. offers sponsorship of Thoroughbred classes and high point awards at ap-
proved horse shows in virtually all disciplines, including hunter/jumper, eventing, dressage, 
Western, polo, polocrosse, and endurance.
